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General Data Protection Regulation 

General Data Protection Regulation  

The General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) came in to force on 25th May 2018. It is an EU law that 
sets out guidelines for the collection and processing of personal information and aims to give individuals 
more rights over how their data is used. These regulations apply to all types of organisations and 
although this legislation isn’t ‘aimed’ at voluntary groups and charities, it does affect.  

Although GDPR is EU legislation and the UK is no longer a member of the EU, it is complemented by the 
UK’s Data Protection Act 2018, which follows the same principles. The GDPR was also incorporated into 
the withdrawal agreement between the UK and the EU and continues to apply even after Brexit. 

Personal data  
The GDPR extended the rights individuals have over their data. For example, individuals now have the 
right to access, amend and object to the use of their personal data. The definition of ‘personal data’ has 
been expanded to define anything that can be used to identify an individual; their name, postal address, 
bank details, ID/membership number, personal contact details or image (if you can identify someone on 
a photo/video this is now defined as their personal data).  

Coppull and Standish Band hold data for the purpose of contacting its members and includes:  

• Name(s) of member  
• Postal Address  
• Telephone numbers (home, daytime and mobile)  
• Email addresses  
• Date of birth  
• Instrument and uniform loan information  
• DBS status (where applicable)  
• Medical information and allergy status  
• Names, addresses and telephone numbers of emergency contacts  
• Brass Band Players Ltd Registration Cards  

Where Coppull and Standish Band members are aged under 18 years old, Personal Data will be held 
(with consent) both for the member and, for safeguarding reasons, those of their parent or legal 
guardian.  
All Personal Data will be reviewed and updated, where necessary, twice yearly in January and July and 
any data no longer required will be destroyed. 

Financial Data  
Coppull and Standish Band do not hold any financial data for its members.  
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Membership Information  
Coppull and Standish Band stores and uses personal data solely for the purpose of legitimate use and 
administration of:  
• Management of the band (contacts, subscriptions, newsletters, fundraising and the delivery of 
information from the committee)  
• Organising events (contests, concerts, engagements, meetings and social gatherings) Personal data 
will not be shared with any other third parties. Members are required to confirm agreement that 
Coppull and Standish Band is authorised to:  
• Store their personal data  
• Maintain a soft/electronic copy of their personal data securely (password protected)  

Coppull and Standish Band will collect personal data from new members on joining.  
All members will be asked to confirm agreement that their personal data can be stored at the time of 
joining.  

Membership Database  
Coppull and Standish Band stores personal data in an electronic database which is password protected. 
Martin Trumble is acting as its Data Protection Officer (DPO).  
The Membership Database is only available to the Chairman, Treasurer, Secretary, Data Protection 
Officer.  
Any paper copies of information, such as membership forms, instrument load forms etc will be 
destroyed as soon as the information is transferred to the electronic database. This will be done within a 
timely manner by the DPO.  

Your Rights  
Members have the right, at any time, to see the information that the Coppull and Standish Band holds 
on them. A request should be made in writing to the Secretary. A member has the right to complain to 
the Information Commissioners’s Office (ICO) if they believe there is a problem with the Coppull and 
Standish Band’s handling of their data which cannot be resolved directly.
